In the September 2014, during BISD Board meeting 

the trustees agreed on the purchase of additional class-
rooms for students.  All preparations were done for the 
arrival of the buildings. The needed classrooms will be 
ready for the 2015-16 academic school year.

Will Hurd, the U.S. 
Representative for Texas’ 
23 congressional district, 
visited Brackettville for 
the second time since 
he was elected. In a brief 
meeting with some of 
Brackettville’s citizens, he 
received a list of petitions 
to improve the county 
and the city. Priority was 
given to the discussion 
of the conditions of city 
streets and county roads; 
the congressman and his 
collaborators took note of 
these needs and suggested 
cooperation with other 
towns to share machinery 
so that the works can be 
done as fast as possible. 

Another topic of dis-
cussion was the need 
for better emergency re-
sponse, including EMS, 
the fire department and 
also the airport. The point 
that was made was that 
Brackettville hosts a big 
number of border patrol 
members and people 
who give service to the 
state and the country but 

that at the same time the 
county does not have suf-
ficient means for protect-
ing them and responding 
to emergencies that they 
may have. 

The watershed dams 
were also mentioned in 
the meeting as they need 

maintenance and perma-
nent fencing. 

Finally, the citizens that 
were present mentioned 
that they are trying to 
beautify the city in order 
to improve the economy 
of the town by bringing 
more tourism. They are 

also worried about pro-
moting historical preser-
vation and creating spaces 
for recreation. 

The congressman took 
note of all the petitions 
and said that he would try 
his best to help Brackett-
ville’s residents.

Stories of Brackettville
Barbara’s Table and 

Crazy Chicken Cafe re-
cently went out of busi-
ness; this is a concern for 
the community in terms 
of local economy. With 
its food and live music, 
Barbara’s Table attracted 
visitors from within and 
outside the county, benefit-
ting the other businesses in 
the downtown area. Crazy 
Chicken Cafe’s strategic lo-
cation by highway 90 was a 
convenient stop for people 
on their way to or from 
the border, and it was also 
a place for locals to enjoy 
Mexican food. The closing 
of these two places brings 
in the unavoidable ques-
tion of how to boost the 
local economy in order to 
keep Brackettville going. 

When Fort Clark was ac-
tive, the numerous soldiers 
and travelers in the region 
kept the economy flowing 
through their consump-
tion. People recall how 
before the Fort was inacti-
vated in 1946 streets were 
lively and busy, full of bars 
and restaurants serving 

the soldiers. Most of us did 
not have the chance to see 
this and the ones who lived 
it were too young to have 
a clear idea, but this very 
nostalgic image of the glo-
rious days of Brackettville 
has been passed on genera-
tion after generation. Many 
of us look at the streets and 
try to imagine how they 
were in those times: it is a 
very different picture. 

Then The Alamo Village 
brought in a new economic 
boom, this time relying 
on Hollywood produc-
tion and tourism. People 
would come from faraway 
lands just to see the movie 
set where several Western 
movies were filmed, and

Washington, DC – The 
U.S. House of Repre-
sentatives today passed 
two bipartisan bills that 
address critical needs 
for trauma system de-
velopment and access to 
trauma care. The Access 
to Life Saving Trauma 
Care for All Americans 
Act and the Trauma Sys-
tems and Regionalization 
of Emergency Care Reau-
thorization Act will help 
to provide increased ac-
cess to care for those who 
need it most by providing 
authority for vital funding 
for trauma centers and 
improvements to trauma 
care across the country. 

The legislation is sup-
ported by the National 
Trauma Institute (NTI), a 
national advocacy organi-
zation and coordinating 
center for trauma research 
located in San Antonio. 
NTI advocates for federal 
funding for trauma-relat-
ed research that can help 
save lives, as well as infra-
structure programs such 

as a national trauma clini-
cal network and database 
that can make research 
dollars go further and 
decrease health care costs 
overall.

“It’s exciting to see 
organizations like the 
National Trauma Institute 
working to improve trau-
ma clinical practices and 
trauma system access,” 
said U.S. Representative 
Will Hurd (R-TX), who 
supported this legislation. 
“Trauma system improve-
ment and trauma care 
excellence are especially 
important to the men and 
women in uniform who 
serve our nation and have 
a higher probability of 

needing emergency medi-
cal services.”

A major public health 
problem, traumatic injury 
is the number one cause 
of death between the ages 
of one and 46, and the 
third leading cause of 
death for all age groups. 
The economic burden to 
the nation is over $586 
billion a year in health 
care costs and lost pro-
ductivity.

“Improvements made 
to trauma systems in civil-
ian settings translate to 
the military environment, 
and vice versa,” said Don-
ald Jenkins, MD, Board 
Vice Chair, National Trau-
ma Institute; formerly the 
Trauma Medical Director 
at Lackland Air Force 
Base and a retired U.S. 
Air Force colonel. “Those 
of us in the surgical and 
emergency medicine 
fields see first-hand the 
toll that traumatic injury 
takes on our society, and 
we know we can do bet-
ter.”

the very presence of the 
production teams brought 
new sources of employ-
ment to the people of 
Brackettville. Restaurants 
were full again and local 
people participated in the 
production as cooks, con-
struction workers, extras, 
and even as actors. This 
is vivid in the memory of 
people: I often hear proud 
comments like “I was in 
one of those movies” or “I 
met John Wayne”. 

Today we do not have 
The Alamo Village or the 
flow of soldiers in Brack-
ettville. Hunters and winter 
Texans are probably the 
most important elements 
for economic flow, but 
people are worried. I hear 
about plans for beautify-
ing the city and promot-
ing local history to attract 
tourists, and I see a lot 
of solidarity for improv-
ing everybody’s lives. The 
economic future of Brack-
ettville is uncertain, but 
as long as the community 
keeps organized all projects 
remain possible.

Del Rio, Texas – U.S. 
Border Patrol agents 
working in the Del Rio 
Sector seized more than 
1,100 pounds of marijuana, 
with an estimated value of 
$1 million in five different 
incidents, in recent weeks.

On Feb. 21 at 
approximately 10 p.m., 
agents from the Eagle 
Pass Station, conducting 
linewatch operations 
in an area known for 
narcotic smuggling, 
discovered six large black 
trash bags wrapped in 
brown cellophane tape 
which were abandoned 
under some brush. After 
a search of the immediate 
area agents encountered 
several individuals hiding 
in the brush. The several 
subjects absconded 
and agents arrested 
one Mexican national 
hiding in the brush. The 
six bags contained 445 
pounds of marijuana, 
valued at an estimated 
$353,320. The marijuana 
was turned over to the 
U.S. Drug Enforcement 
Administration.

On Feb. 23 at 
approximately 9 p.m., 
agents from the Eagle 
Pass Station conducting 
linewatch operations 

spotted two subjects 
walking along the Rio 
Grande River. As the agents 
approached the area, they 
discovered two bundles 
along the river. The two 
subjects absconded to 
Mexico. The two bundles 
containing 112 pounds 
of marijuana, worth an 
estimated $90,160, were 
turned over to DEA.

On Feb. 24 at 
approximately 10 p.m., 
agents from the Eagle 
Pass Station conducting 
linewatch operations, 
followed foot sign leading 
to the Rio Grande River. 
After a search of the area, 
agents discovered three 
bundles in some brush. The 
agents seized the bundles 
containing 224 pounds of 
marijuana, valued at an 
estimated $179, 600.  The 
narcotics were turned over 
to the DEA.

On Feb. 25 at 
approximately 10 p.m., 
agents from the Eagle Pass 
South Station, conducting 
linewatch operations in an 
area known for narcotic 
smuggling, discovered 
three military style green 
duffel bags containing 
132 pounds of marijuana, 
valued at an estimated 
$106,368. DEA agents took 

custody of the marijuana.
On Feb. 25 at 

approximately 9 a.m., 
agents from the Eagle Pass 
Station, conducting roving 
patrol operations, observed 
a suspicious white Jeep 
Cherokee driving out of 
a ranch along Highway 
277. Agents attempted to 
perform an immigration 
inspection of the vehicle 
using their emergency 
equipment. The vehicle 
then came to a stop on 
Highway 277. While 
approaching the vehicle, 
agents observed several 
bundles inside the vehicle. 
Agents placed the United 
States citizen driver of the 
vehicle under arrest. The

agents seized the bundles 
containing 254 pounds of 
marijuana, valued at an 
estimated $203,440.  The 
driver and the narcotics 
were turned over to the 
DEA.

For Fiscal Year 2015, 
the Del Rio Border Patrol 
Sector has seized more 
than $6.5 million worth 
of narcotics. The Del Rio 
Border Patrol Sector is 
part of the South Texas 
Campaign, which leverages 
federal, state and local 
resources to combat 
transnational criminal 
organizations. To report

 Schools are Gun 
Free Zones

Sometimes it is a re-
ally good idea to remind 
people of the laws and 
regulations that come 
with schools just to re-
fresh in case you get in a 
hurry and get careless or 
forgetful. 

18 U.S.C. § 922(q)(2)
(A) states: It shall be un-
lawful for any individual 
knowingly to possess a 
firearm that has moved in 
or that otherwise affects 
interstate or foreign com-
merce at a place that the 
individual knows, or has 
reasonable cause to be-
lieve, is a school zone. 

18 U.S.C. § 922(q)(3)
(A) states: Except as pro-
vided in subparagraph 

(B), it shall be unlawful 
for any person, knowingly 
or with reckless disregard 
for the safety of another, 
to discharge or attempt to 
discharge a firearm that 
has moved in or that oth-
erwise affects interstate 
or foreign commerce at 
a place that the person 
knows is a school zone. 

We live in a community

TXDOT, Texas High Schools 
Focus on Saving Teen Lives

AUSTIN – Vehicle 
crashes are the leading 
cause of death among teen-
agers. In an effort to curb 
this deadly trend, the Texas 
Department of Transpor-
tation is partnering with 
more than 900 Texas high 
schools to remind teens to 
“Click It or Ticket.”

“All traffic fatalities are 
tragic, but it’s especially 
difficult to hear about teen-
agers having their lives cut 
short,” said TxDOT Execu-
tive Director Lt. Gen. Joe 
Weber, USMC (Ret). “We’re 
asking families, teachers 
and peers to remind teens 
to buckle up every time 
they get in a vehicle. It’s the 
law and it can save their 
lives. Don’t let your child 
be the next fatality.”

In 2014, 293 teen drivers 
and passengers (ages 15-
20) died as a result of traffic 
crashes in Texas. Of those 
fatalities, 134 (46 percent) 
were not wearing their 
seat belts at the time of the 
crash. 

To help raise awareness 
and save lives, TxDOT is 
sending free “Teen Click 
It or Ticket” educational 
toolkits to high schools 
across the state. Each kit 
contains banners, posters, 
brochures and parking lot 
signs reminding students 
to wear their seat belts or 
face costly tickets, injuries 
or even death. 

Throughout the spring, 
TxDOT also will promote 
“Teen Click It or Ticket” at 
University Interscholastic 

League (UIL) competitions. 
A real-life, mangled truck 
display and an audio rec-
reation of what happened 
to the teens who survived 
it, will be set up at boys’ 
and girls’ state high school 
sports tournaments in San 
Antonio, Georgetown and 
Austin.

According to the Na-
tional Highway Traffic 
Safety Administration 
(NHTSA), properly worn 
lap-shoulder belts reduce 
the risk of fatal injury to 
front-seat occupants by 45 
percent. Texas law requires 
all vehicle drivers and pas-
sengers to be buckled in a 
seat belt or face fines and 
court costs up to $200.

The 
other thing she wanted 
to remind the board 
about is everything she 
reads talks about how 
the Pinto Valley Area 
affects Los Moras Springs 
directly. She stated ,”I 
have a copy of the last 
EEA presentation from 
2013 and it shows the 
Boerschig Well does go 
directly to Los Moras but 
the Pinto Valley flows 
Southwest.” 

GM Genell Hobbs 

informs everyone that 
Rep.

Greg Ellis. Att. Greg 
Ellis reports that the 
Board has two options. 
“ 1) A properly designed 
pump test to determine 
the capacity of the well 
and the impact on the 

aquifer and surrounding 
wells or allowing the 
well to operate for a full 
year prior to reviewing 
the permit application 
in monitoring what 
actually happens to the 
aquifer and nearby wells. 
I think it’s up to both, 
but ultimately the Board 
has the right to make the 
decision. I leave it to the 
Hydro geologist to which 
is the better option in this 
case.”

The Board received 
a presentation from the 
Hydro Geologist on the 
annual data report, the 
status of the monthly 
model he’s working on 
and a little bit of the EAA 
finite element model of 
the Edwards Aquifer.

The Board reviewed, 
discussed and voted on 
changes to the KCGCD

The purpose of the TxCdBG 7214207  project is to repair roads to improve access and remove a potential 
threat to public safety/  Roads will be repaired by utilizing approximately five thousand six hundred sixty-
four tons of crushed limestone base material, grade all roadways and ditches, install necessary culverts, 
rip-rap and all associated appurtenances.  The improvements will take place on anachaco Road from 
State Highway 1572 to the end of anachaco Road, Las Moras Road from Standard Lane to approximately 
two miles south, and on Standard lane from State Highway 131 to approximately ten miles west.

Need for Las Moras Creek 
Cleaning Presented

Yvette Garcia and 
County Commissioner 
Pat Melancon presented a 
slide show to members of 
FCS Community Council 
at the regular meeting 
Saturday, March 14. The 
need of cleaning Las Mo-
ras Creek was the focus of 
the projected pictures.

Mr. Melancon reported, 
“Due to the flood in June, 
Kinney County was able 
to apply for a Community 
Block Grant. Money to 
repair county roads has 
been granted, and we 
hope there is enough to 
clean the Creek.

Dams built in the 60s 
are to hold back water if 
flooding occurs. Homes 
in Unit 1 FCS have been 
flooded. The County is 
responsible for drainage 
issues, we have the right-
of-way along the creek 
to make some changes. 
When we found out we 
might have money avail-
able, we had some sur-
veyors come and look 
at the creek and give us 
their ideas on improving 
flow of the creek. Trees 
have fallen into the creek 
restricting the flow, the 
more we can improve the 
flow of the creek, the bet-
ter chances we have of not 
flooding. 

We are not sure of the 
amount of money we will 
have available, nor do we 
know if Fort Clark can 
participate in this, and 
get revenue from helping 
to clean the creek. Right 
now there are many un-
answered questions. We 
are working on this proj-
ect, and we think there 
is finally money to help 
us. The area we are con-
centrating on is from the 
spring all the way down 
Scales Road. Money will 
be the biggest restriction. 
We are trying to be trans-
parent and get something 
done.” Mr. Melancon 
urged the council if there 
are concerns to come and 

talk us, “Our biggest con-
cern is safety of humans, 
not wildlife or anything 
else.”

Other business in-
cluded Building & Res-
toration; Phyllis Giblin 
reported approval has 
been granted by Texas 
Historical Commission 
to go forward on repairs 
for Seminole Hall and the 
Service Club. The Palisado 
Building repair is com-
pleted. The committee is 
currently seeking bids on 
the Fire House windows 
and screens, it is not a his-
torical building.

Two years ago Chick-
fil-A made national 
headlines when company 
president Dan Cathy 
spoke out in support of 
traditional marriage.

Mark Meadows,

Senator Carlos Uresti, 
Lt. Gov. Dan Patrick, 
Railroad Commissioner 
David Porter and other 
legislative, agency, and 
industry leaders today 
announced the filing of 
Senate Bill 12 to provide 
financial incentives for 
state agencies, counties 
and cities to purchase 
vehicles that use less-
polluting alternative fuels.

“Senate Bill 12 will 
jumpstart the use of 
natural gas and other 
alternative fuels here in 
Texas,” Uresti said. “We 
have an abundant supply 
of natural gas, and a 
portion of that supply is 
flared into the air every 
day due to a lack of 
demand. We can reduce 
flaring and put that gas 
to use—starting with our 
state fleet.”

“Senate Bill 12 will 
put Texas in the lead 
for natural gas vehicles 
in state agencies and 
local governments,” said 
Patrick. “It’s cheap, it’s 
clean, it’s here in Texas 
and will save taxpayers 
millions of dollars in fuel 

costs.”
The bill will allow 

agencies or entities that 
operate more than 15 
vehicles to apply for 
grants to convert or 
replace vehicles to models 
that use compressed 
natural gas, liquefied 
natural gas, or liquefied 
petroleum gas.

“I commend Lt. Gov. 
Patrick and Sen. Uresti 
for their leadership 
in expanding Texas’s 
transportation fuel 
markets and for their 
efforts to make Texas 
the national leader for 
natural gas vehicles,” said 
Porter, who launched 
his statewide Natural 
Gas Initiative in 2013. 
“By transitioning state 

government vehicles to 
this domestic fuel, we can 
set an example for the rest 
of the state and nation, 
and inject some serious 
fuel competition into the 
transportation sector.”

Funding for the 
program will come from 
fees already collected 
from motorists and 
industry for the Texas 
Emissions Reduction 
Plan (TERP), which 
was established by the 
legislature in 2001 and 
currently contains more 
than $800 million. 
The bill allows up to 3 
percent of the TERP 
fund balance to be used 
each year to finance 
the new governmental 
alternative fuel fleet 
program. SB 12 will also 
expand a program that 
provides state grants to 
build alternative fueling 
stations.

“Expanding the market 
for Texas natural gas and 
alternative fuels will put 
more Texans to work. 
It’s past time to put this 
funding to good use” 
Uresti said.

Chicken in a blizzard
closed early the day of 
the storm and sent all 
of his employees home.  
However, the employees 
and Meadows soon 
discovered that they were 
not going to be able to 
get home with all of the 
stranded motorists stuck 
on the roads.  Some of the 
cars near the restaurant 
had been stranded for up 
to 7 hours.

Audrey Pitt, manager of 
the Chick-fil-A described 
the conditions: “Our store 
is about a mile and a half 
from the interstate and it 
took me two hours to get 
there.  It was a parking 
lot as far as I could see.  
At one point there were 
more people walking than 
driving.”  

Meadows and his 
employees fired up 
the kitchen and began 
preparing chicken 
sandwiches as fast 
as they could. They 
prepared several hundred 
sandwiches and then 
Meadows and his staff 
headed out and began 
distributing the hot meals 
to the stranded motorists 
on both sides of Highway 
280.

 Some of the drivers 
tried to pay them for the 
sandwiches, but Meadows 
and his employees refused 
to take a single penny. 
Pitt explained why: “This 
company is based on 
taking care of people 
and loving people before 
you’re worried about 
money or profit.  We 
were just trying to follow 
the model that we’ve all 
worked under for so long 
and the model that we’ve 
come to love. There was 
really nothing else we 

could have done but try 
to help people any way we 
could.”

However, Meadows and 
Pitt were not through with 
their Good Samaritan 
efforts.  They helped 
push cars off the roads, 
up inclines and whatever 
else they could do to 
help. Then they kept the 
restaurant open overnight 
so that stranded motorists 
could have a warm place 
to be.  A number of 
motorists slept in booths 
or on the benches.

Then in the morning, 
they again fired up the 
kitchen and prepared 
chicken biscuits for their 
overnight guests and 
once again they refused 
to accept any payment.  
During that 24 hour 
period, this Chick-fil-A 
restaurant opened their 
kitchen, their doors and 
their hearts to hundreds 
of stranded motorists 
and they did so refusing 
to accept any payment.  
As one source put it, 
Meadows and his staff 
lived up to the words 
Jesus spoke in Matthew 
25:35 which states:

“For I was hungry, and 
you gave Me something 
to eat; I was thirsty, and 
you gave Me something 
to drink; I was a stranger, 
and you invited Me in…” 

Their actions were truly 
generous and heroic as 
they also braved the frigid 
temperatures to hand out 
hundreds of hot meals to 
complete strangers.  And 
I bet you never heard 
anything about this from 
the mainstream media. A 
Christian company doing 
something so positive for 
so many.
